TRANSLATION of the RELICS of ST. JOHN CHRYSOSTOM

Epistle Reading
2 Timothy 3:10-15

Gospel Reading

Luke 18:10-14
CHRIST IS IN OUR MIDST!
HE IS AND EVER SHALL BE!

Troparion  (Resurrection)
You descended from on high, O Merciful One! You accepted the three-day burial to free
us from our sufferings! O Lord, our Life and Resurrection, glory to You!

Kontakion (Resurrection)
By rising from the tomb, You raised the dead and resurrected Adam. Eve exults in Your
Resurrection, and the world celebrates Your rising from the dead, O greatly Merciful One!

Kontakion (Publican and the Pharisee)
Let us flee from the pride of the Pharisee! And learn humility from the Publican’s tears!
Let us cry to our Savior, have mercy on us, only merciful One!

Kontakion (St. Luke)

Let us praise the godly Luke: he is the true preacher of piety, the orator of ineffable
mysteries and the star of the Church; for the Word, Who alone knows the hearts of men,
chose him, together with wise Paul, to be a teacher of the gentiles!
